(ncluding foreaal elements—Line, tone, shape, textuare, pattens,
colour); knowiedge of arists and e/aluating and sequeAcing.
There are four core areas (drawing, paiating and wixed vaedia,
sculpture and =D, and craft aad design) and these are vepeated in
tn @ spiral cuniculuna. This provides great clarity over kuowiedge
and skills progression within the four areas. Childven are given
opportumities to develop waastery by redisiting core subject
knowiedge and applying that knowiedge practically in @ range of
contexts with growing complexity. Creativity and indepeadent
outcomes are vobustly embedded into teaching, supporting childrea
i Learning how to vaake their own creative choices and decisions, so
that their art outcome, wiilst still being knowledge-rich, are unique
to the puepils. Lessons are always practical in nature and eacourage
experimental and eqloatony  leaming with pugils using
sketehbooks to docusment theiy ideas.
